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• youth courts (on conviction in criminal proceedings); 
and 

• at the time this guidance was being revised, 11 county 
courts, which were trialling hearings for ASBO cases 
for children and young people. These are as follows:

The pilot will be evaluated in autumn 2006. 

The table overleaf sets out what each type of court can 
do. 

Length of orders 
Orders are issued for a minimum of two years and can be 
issued for an indefinite period pending a further order. 
They can also be varied or discharged on application by 
either party, although they cannot be discharged in the 
first two years without the consent of both parties. In the 
case of young people, ASBOs should be reviewed each 
year as explained on page 45. 

Anti-social behaviour response 
courts 
Within Her Majesty’s Courts Service there is now a 
network of specialist anti-social behaviour response 
courts across the country - existing courts that are better 
able to respond to the issue of anti-social behaviour. 
They ensure that magistrates and court staff are specially 
trained and follow a framework - including specialist 
sessions, witness care, local community engagement and 
appropriate media strategies. This ensures courts are able 
to respond properly to anti-social behaviour cases in a 
visible and consistent way.
