Behaviour

I write with regards to reports of anti-social behaviour, intimidation, harassment and threatening 
behaviour made against you by your neighbours.

The reports include using threatening, abusive and insulting words and language, aggressively 
demanding money, intimidation and making threats towards your neighbours. It is also alleged 
that on 4th October 2016, you banged on your ceiling and you later started to bang and kick at 
your neighbour’s door.

It is also alleged that your dogs are left by themselves all day and night barking and causing noise 
disturbances to your neighbours. Your neighbours have also alleged that you have installed a 
CCTV in the communal area with the camera pointing towards the main entrance to the block 
thereby making them to feel very uncomfortable when entering and leaving the block. Your 
neighbours have alleged that this is an invasion of their privacy.
