As all we spoke about was my
meeting and that it was not convenient that day and could it be done on a next day due to the meeting |
had aready arranged.

| dispute any negative thoughts and fedl that achieving to be a young entrepreneur in today’s modern
society may seem grandiose to some, but | know it to be aredlity for many achievers.

| was shocked when | opened the door to see all these people.

| do not know why there was a need to apply for a 135 warrant as | had never not said they could not
have access | just asked if this could be done on a next day due to my meeting which | do not think was
to much to ask.

5.8 Dr Rosemary Mills Report:

On the 25/01/2016 the Mental Health team applied to the court for a 135 warrant to enter my home the
warrant was valid for 3 months from the date of issue by the court.
The grounds that was used for the warrant was as below.

A person believed to be suffering from Menta disorder [has been|] fisbetngH=treated]} [ Neglected]
[Kept otherwise than under proper control] [Being unable to take care of him/hersalf, isliving aloneg] at
My home address

How on earth could they say | was being [Neglected]?

How on Earth could they say | was [Kept otherwise than under proper control]?

How on Earth could they say | was [Being unable to take care of himtherself, isliving alone] at My
Home address?

In all the reports that have been made in regards to my self from Medical all intelligence data, prior to
the teams requesting the section 135 warrant seem to say | had been Neglected, which | am sure if was
true would be drafted in the reports.

In none of the reports, hasit ever said | was out of control nor doesit say while | have been living in my
home there has been an incident relating to Mental health problems.

Also in none of the reportsdid it say | could not take care of myself dueto living alone, in no reports did
it say | was not eating, in no reports did it say | did not have food in my home and they did check this
when they come to my home and aways saw | had food, | was always clean and my dog was always
feed and was in good condition.

It goes beyond words how they were able to get a section 135 warrant issued by the court.
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
